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Active and Passive Voice


A transitive verb 

has a voice:

Active Voice
- the subject is the doer of the action


-sentences in the active voice are generally more alive and direct

Passive Voice
- the subject is the receiver of the action


-a verb in the passive voice is formed by combining some form of the verb be with the past participle of the main verb
