Elements of Nonfiction


Nonfiction
-deals only with real people and events


-are narrated from the point of view –or perspective – of the author, who is a real person


-the outcome of the story can be affected by more than what is presented within the text

Mood
-is the overall feeling that the work evokes in the reader

Author’s Style
-consists of every feature of a writer’s use of language, such as rhythm, word choice, and methods of organization

Purposes of Nonfiction
-to persuade: speeches and editorials are often written to convince and audience of a certain idea or opinion


-to inform: articles, reference books, historical essays, and research papers present facts and information


-to entertain: biographies and autobiographies, and travel narratives are often written for the enjoyment of the audience
