Elements of Plot


Plot



-is the sequence of events in a story

1. Exposition
-basic information about the characters and situation (sets the scene)

2. Conflict
-a struggle between two opposing forces in the story



*Internal conflict – is a struggle between competing feelings, beliefs, needs, or desires within a single character



*External conflict – occurs when a character struggles against another character, natural forces, or some aspect of society  

3. Rising Action
-events that increase the tension

4. Climax
-the high point in the story, usually the point at which the eventual outcome of the conflict is revealed

5. Falling Action
events that follow the climax and lead to the resolving of the conflict

6. Resolution
-the final outcome, during which any remaining conflicts are resolved or left open (leaving the reader wanting more)
