- expresses an action that passes from a doer to a receiver (direct object)

-to determine whether or not there is a direct object ask the questions whom or what after the verb
- is the combination of a base verb and a preposition or an adverb (clear out, nail down, pass on, win over)
- does not have a receiver for its action (no direct object)
